Departmental programs serve students both on and off campusthroughtraditiond modds and
cohotts. Off campuscohotts serve students in thecounies of Alexande, Ashe Wilkes, Burke,
Cadwell, Cleveland, Catawba, Surry, Y adkin, and Forsyth. Members of the department value
the development of diverse, professiond, adult students who will graduae from program areas
with the knowledge base and leadership skills to permit them to excel in K-12 public school
settings public libraries, community colleges, universities, and eductiond technology
studions



Thecontinued development of both the onand off campusprogram is crudal to servicingthe
needsof theregion. Thedepartment has experienced enroliment inareasesin all area specialties
with a current total enrollment of 460graduée studentsin the spring 2006 As a point of
reference, infall 2006 the RCOE had thelargest number of gradude students of any collegein
theuniversity, 1114, afigure which represented 66% of thetotal graduae enrollmentin the
university; LES led in enrollment with 482

Thecontinued success of LES program areas is akey priority for thedepatment. Thisrequires

efforts to enhance the staffing for programs, increase on campusenrollment and devel op staffing
succession plansfor the department.

B. Strengths

Committed faculty, staff, and students represent core strengths of the department. The



dedication to teaching and student mentoring is reflected congstently in the nunber of faculty
members who have been recognized with nominaionsfor outstanding teacher, community of
practice and mentoring awards by ther peers and sudents. Publicationsin juried journds,
naiond, regiond, state, and internaiond presentations grants, and conaultationsand awardsfor
scholarship areinareasing. In additionto service off campus LES faculty and staff serve on a
widevariety of College and University committees.

Faculty assume leadership rolesin anumber of activities and projects tha chdlengethenom.
Thenaiond andinternaiond reputation of theNationd Center for Developmental Education
and theKelloggInditute demondrates thisnotion. Thesignificant increase in extenson Courses,
distance learning, and collaboration with other university departments and internaiond agendes
especiadly in educationd technology techniques and library science represents a strength
interndly and externdly. Thisis especialy truewith the expanson of Virtud World
technologies initiated by theIngructiond Technology faculty in concert withthe MSA and ML S
faculty.

New cohott development has been a paticular strength in al program areas. New and continuing
cohotts have been projected at least up throughfall 2010. A review of the mos current off
campusparadigm shows thefollowing: Highe Education with six current and four planned
cohotts; Indructiond Technology with seven current and six planned cohats; Library Science
with four current and 3 planned cohotts; MSA with six current and eleven plannead cohotts.
These indudea continuaion of cohott sites as oneendsand another begins

Department faculty development fundshave been made available to thefaculty to continue ther
active scholarship and presentationsat local, state, naiond, and internaiond professiond
conferences. These fundshave also pemitted faculty to acquire new indructiond materials and
state of the art software for designing and sharing new curricular approaches in the classroom

Throughthe expertise and knowedgebase of the suppot staff, Lisa Freeman and Lori Dean, the
department indituted a sophisticated student data base, enhanced web pages, on-linefaculty
syllabi, and effective student and faculty suppott.

The Leadership and Educationd Studies Department is viewed postively by graduaes and
employers. The continuad enrollment in each of our program areas attests to the value placed on
them by the students. As of April 2006 the department has an active enrollment of 522 gradude
students (on-campugextendgon) induding 146in Highe Education, 95in Library Science, 126in
Indructiond Technology, and 155in School and Educationd Administration. In additionthe
Founddionsfaculty served 560students enrolled in FDN 3800and 98 students enrolled in FDN
5840.

D. Opportunities

A brief description of oppotunities for each of theprogram areas follows:

Foundations of Education -

This program area has no mgjors but plays a vital role in theteacher education core with the
course FDN 3800,which istaken by al seeking bachdor'slevel teacher certification. Two of
theeducationd founddionscourses are el ectives in required blocks in certain busness tracks
(FDN 3800)and the Appdachian Studies master's degree (FDN 4810. Theprogram aso plays
amgor role in graduae education with its courses required in mos MA/MS degrees leading to
master's level certification. Founddion faculty are actively involved in MSA, and elementary
education extengon courses induding teaching FDN 3800in the Birth to Kindergarten program,
gpecia eduation,and ATTP. Astheneed for teachers grows both in the traditiond modd and
throughlateral entry, thefoundaion courses will be a major factor in meeting these needs

Higher Education -

Since the program@ establishment in 1965 the Highe Education Program has provided graduae
preparation for faculty and administrators in the North Carolinacommunity College System,
many of who are nowin key leadership roles. TheDevelopmental Educationtrack fundionsas
an advocate voice for educationd leadership in the nation® community colleges, as well as for
the North CarolinaCommunity College System



Both the growth of the community college enrollments and accel erating retirements of thefirst
groupof community collegefaculty and administration have expanded the need for personnd.
Themerging curriculum revisonswill hdp address these needs In addition, faculty aretrying
to deerminetheneed for other professiond development experiences for senior leadership in
community colleges.

Instructional Technology Program -

Theexploson of the use of technology in schools as well asin teaching and learning has created
an immediate need for personnd who can provideleadership in the effective application of this
new science. This program area has played an aggressive leadership role in thedevelopment and
application of technology in education. The demand for per'sonné to work in public schools and
Community Colleges to develop meaningful programs exceeds the annud number of graduaes
fromtheprogram. Therapid growth in the number of students demondrates the need for, and
interest in, programsin this area. New coholts are in progressin Ashe, Cleveland, Caldwell, and
Catawbacounies and new cohotts and optionsto severa community college staffing
requirements are needed.

Therecently developeal distance learning systems expand the ability to bring qudity ingruction
to studentsin centers far removed from campusas noted throughther connection to Mexico.
Other technologies, induding virtud realty, discussion boads and web based modds, offer
exciting possibilities for expanding learning oppatunities within the existing curriculum.

Library Science Program -

Thegrowing need for media specialists with strong technology preparation has led to the rapid
growth in the number of students enrolled in these programs. The growth in the number of
students attending public schools coupled with theincreased need for media and technology
services have contributed to theimportance of this preparation program. Thecurrent faculty in
this program has refocused the program and has provided leadership at both the state and
naiond levels. Continuing cohats are showing large enrollments in Catawbaand Forsyth
countes with new cohotts plannel in other areas of North Carolina Theprogram isavital force
in meeting theneed for effective puldic school and public library specialistsin North Carolina

School Administration Program -

The School Administration program is designed to meet arapidly growing need for entry-level
school administrators as noted in the March 2004 Prindpd Supply and Demand Report prepared
by the Prind pa sCExecutive Program for the UNC General Administration.

The MSA program is designed to provide experiences that transform a student® graduae
education from passing tests and accumulating a collection of academic creditsto amore
roundel program tha will also have them engage the profession.

E. External/lnternal Considerations

A summary of Internd and Externd consderation follows:



Internal

Thedepatment needsto fully undestand and work within thenewly initiated Podtion Metric
Allocation Modd and supplemental pay policy. Close attention to enrollments and utilization of
adjundsisimperative. Faculty succession planning and theneed for additiond faculty are
critical issues for the department.

External

Externd consderationsindudechanging expectationsfor certification, demandsplaced uponthe
depatment relative to DPI, requirements and additiond needs assodated with public schools and
community collegesin theregion.

1. Retention Activities

The LES Department provides advisement service to students within each of its program areas.
Thedepartment has developeal and initiated a detailed student data base program that is available
to all faculty for usein advisement. In additionto this computer generated process, each faculty
membe maintainsregular office hours and provides e-mail access for student inquiries. Thisis
especially truefor extenson course students.

V. Student Outcomes and Self-Assessment

Depatment faculty members subscribe to a bdance of theory and practice; whereas practiceis
clearly sodally created human activity, theory is an attempt to clearly defineand improve upon
this activity. Program areas build and expand on prior knowmedgeexperiences tha suppot
learning as aresult of our professiond student base. Our students are typically experienced
educators and technologists who come from awide variety of educationd experiences,
backgrounds expertise, and leadership modds. Thedepatment faculty in discussing the
chdlenges of leadership and application utilizes our students exposure to their own professiond
environment. This openness developsa community of practice and learners. It moddswha a
leader should doin an educationd or professiond setting and reflects the Department( use of
the RCOE Conaeptud Framework in its course design, ingruction, and evaluaion and student
outcomes.

Course Design: Program course syllabi combinetheory and practice and how individud
students create an independent redlity in relationto the course design. The use of seminar
formats, Web based and Web assisted learning techniques rather than pure lecture lendsitself
well to acommunity of practice and family of learners especially the adult nontraditiond
student.

Instruction: Program area semina formats and Web-based and Web-assisted discussion boads
enhance an open dialogueon thesodal condruction of meaning for our potential diverse leaders,
technologists, librarians teachers, and highe education administrators and developmental
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traines. Thecritical aspects of thisingruction are professor knowedge experience, pesond
knowledgestructures, and critical thinking/feflection.

Evaluation: Course evaluaionsare conduded at the end of the course each semester and
contain both quditative and quantitative measuresto deermine howwell faculty has fundioned
within thisidea of acommunity of practice andlearners.

Student Outcomes: Each program syllabi contains a propo%d rationde for the course tha
enumerates the expected student outcomes and expectations
